Dear Mayor and Councillors, 

I am writing to express Bicycle Victoria’s concern over a request for vehicular access over the Salt Creek bridge that services the Main Yarra Trail in Heidelberg Park near Vine Street. Melway 32 C4. 
Recreational trails like the Yarra Trail must be car free if they are to serve their purpose for walking, cycling and other activities. For bike riders, this bridge is a major commuter and recreational link in the Main Yarra Trail which has over a thousand cyclists per day on weekends and similar numbers on weekdays. Vehicle access, if it were allowed, would compromise the trail and place pedestrians and cyclists in direct danger.
Some of our members have written to the Council to express their opposition to motor vehicle access. We are writing ourselves rather than encouraging many other members to write to you individually. We will pass on your response to our members..

We support the Banyule City Council’s Transport Strategy which “The cycling element of the Transport Strategy aims to enhance the provision of both on-road and off-road bicycle facilities and to encourage and promote all aspects of cycling from the committed commuter cyclist to the more casual recreational cyclist.”  
Further, there are no practical reasons for permitting motor vehicle use of the Trail in this location. Car parking and access is already well catered for in the church grounds on the south side of the creek, directly adjacent to the clubhouse.
We ask the Council to reject the proposal by St John’s and, since this issue has arisen, ask the Council to consider establishing and publicizing an unambiguous policy that apart from emergency and service vehicle access, the walking and cycling trails in Banyule will be car free.
